Lecture:

Sanitary and epidemiological supervision in Poland over the years - from regaining independence to the present. Structure of the State Sanitary Inspection. The role of individual PIS units in current and preventive sanitary supervision. Acts and regulations regarding sanitary supervision. Nosocomial infections causes and prevention. Threats caused by improper sanitary conditions in public utility facilities and collective housing. Contamination and pollution of water - impact on health. Current assessment of the sanitary and epidemiological condition of Poland.

Exercises:

Quality of water intended for human consumption in basins and bathing areas and places used occasionally for bathing. Ionizing radiation - health hazard. The role of the PIS in radiation supervision. Indoor air quality. Sick building syndrome. Measures to prevent the spread of infections and infectious diseases. Preparation of the employee for inspection activities, legal and ethical aspects. Carrying out inspections in the facility. Presentation and evaluation of students' own projects.
